The overview section should give a brief overview establishing the scientific context of the proposed research.  Citations should be utilized when presenting material that is not considered common knowledge in the High Performance Computing (HPC) community.
Research
The research and impact section shall provide a clear and detailed description of the proposed work.  In addition, at least one metric that will be used to measure the success of the proposed work is needed.  More than one metric may be provided, but each must be clearly explained.  
Impact

This section must also provide a description of the projected impacts of the proposed research.  Impacts both within and outside the project’s primary field of science should be presented.
If applicable, please also describe how the project may have an impact on:

•   human resource development in science, engineering, and technology,
•   physical or institutional resources that form infrastructure,
•   commercial technology or public use, and
•   aspects beyond the bounds of science, engineering, and the academic world.
Resources

The resources section shall provide a justified estimate of computational resources necessary for the successful completion of the project.  An accurate assessment of the computational readiness of involved codes, algorithms, and personnel is required.
The Beacon Project is intended for research.  However, if significant deficiencies in codes, algorithms, and/or personnel exist, please ensure that they are properly documented and that strategies for mitigating the deficiencies are presented.
Education and Outreach
This section should describe any educational or outreach activities associated with the proposed work.  Educational efforts include the involvement of high-school students, undergraduate students, graduate students, and post-doctoral students, along with any training activities or materials provided by the project.  Outreach efforts include activities designed to raise the awareness of the general public or to engage with external communities or collaborators.
Biographical Information
This section should contain a short biography for the principal investigator, any co-investigators, and any other senior personnel involved in the proposed research.  Standard NSF or NIH formats are acceptable but not required.
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
